(Call number-E HOL PASS STEI)
During the Spanish Inquisition when Jews were not allowed to practice their religion,
Raquela’s father finds a way to have a seder. (Sydney Taylor Notable book for ages 5-10)

Ezra and Roza explore sights and smells of a seder in Iran in the 1950s. (Ages 5-10)

Max and Emma cross the Red Sea by Carl Harris Shuman. ( Call number-I F SHUM)
Max and Emma go back in time to see if the Red Sea really parted for the Israelites.

Why on This Night? A Passover Haggadah for Family Celebration by Rahel Musleah.
